Exhibition Only dogs entered in this class may not compete in any regular class but may enter and
compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades if provided for in this premium list.

Exhibition Only puppies 3-6 months of age may be entered in Exhibition Only 3-6 Months provided

3-6 months the Owner has also entered an eligible dog in a Regular Class. These Puppies may
not participate in any regular, non-regular classes or Parades.
