Steve was an all breed handler specializing in Sporting and Herding dogs.  He 
has also owned top winning Australian Shepherds. 
 

Steve has served terms on the executive of the Canadian Dog Judges 
Association managing programs and education and Treasurer.  He holds a 
Bachelor of Commerce degree. 
 

He is licensed for the Sporting, Working, Toy, Non-Sporting and Herding groups 
as well as Best in Show and has judged in Canada, the U.S.A., Australia, and 
Colombia.
