Seminar Outline 
 
There are no actual working spots in the seminar, however Marko will ask for seminar attendees if they want to work 
their dog after he has shown a particular exercise.  If your dog lags, forges, crowds, bumps, doesn’t find heeling 
interesting, a puppy just starting, etc. you may have the opportunity to work with Marko at the seminar. 
Whether you are a CKC or IPO handler it does not matter!!!  Heeling is heeling!  Marko is a master at this! 
NOTE:  there is no guarantee you will get to work your dog, but if you don’t have your dog with you, you won’t have the 
opportunity!  NOTE:  there is no crating in the building, dogs will need to be crated in your vehicle for this seminar and 
brought into the building if you get the opportunity to work with Marko. 
 
Marko will have his own dog(s) at the seminar to be able to show you actual live demonstrations. 
He also has a top notch power point presentation with slides and video clips. 
 

• No official working spots, however bring your dog. 
• In the theory part of the day, Marko will show examples with his own dogs 
• During the practical portion Marko will choose dogs from the audience to demonstrate how to fix different
