In order to protect the Awards and Titles earned, the “non-
member” will have a choiceto (a) either become a CKC member; or (b) pay the “non-member”
participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will cause All Awards and
Titles to be cancelled.

Bred by Exhibitor A dog owned and handled by the breeder.

Open Class A dog 6 months of age or older
Specias Only Dogs who are Canadian Champions.
Exhibition Only Dogs 6 months of age and over not in competition.

NOTE Dogs 3 months of age and under 6 months on the day of the show may
be entered in Exhibition Only (not competing) providing that the owner
the puppies has also entered a dog in one of the Regular official classes.
No exhibitor may enter more than 2 puppies.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN)

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of
entering CKC events will require and Events Registration Number (ERN). To obtain an ERN
simply do the following:

1. send a photocopy of the dog's Registration Certificate reflecting current
ownership, for example AKC Registration Certificate with awritten
request for an ERN.

2. Include with the above a cheque or money order in the amount currently
required payable to the Canadian Kennel Club.

3. Ensure that you provide the CKC with your full return address to enable
the ERN to be sent to you

4. Faxed requests will be accepted. Please indicate your VISA/MasterCard

number and expiry date, the card holders name and signature.
This Event Registration Number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of
entering a CKC event. Dogs may be entered as “LISTED”, however, failure to apply for an
ERN within 30 days will result in cancellation of any wins, awards or scores.

Please ensure that you familiarize your self with the following general infor mation

1. The building will open 1 hour prior to the start of judging each day of the show (see
judging schedule).
2. It is recommended that dogs be in the building at least 30 minutes prior to the

judging of their breed. Judges are not required to wait for dogs and will adhere as
closely as possible to the schedule. The owner and/or handler is responsible for
having dogs at ringside when the breed isto be judged. Judging will commence
each day at 8:00 am. unless entry dictates otherwise.

3. Exhibitors must abide by errors made when entering their dogs regardless of how or
by whom the error(s) were made.

4. Only dogs eligible for CKC registration, ERN or PEN, CCN (Obedience) may enter
these shows. The Show Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry subject to
CKC rules.

5. The Show/Trial Superintendent will bein FULL Charge of the Shows & Trials.

6. Dogs not entered in either Shows or Trials will not be permitted within the building.
The Show Superintendent is authorized to enforce this rule.

7. The Show Committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of Dogs and

Exhibitors but will not be responsible for, nor assume liability in the event of an
accident or other misfortune to either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.

8. Dueto limited space X-PENSWILL BE LIMITED. Where possible please stack
crates.

9. For set-up purposes, the building will be open on Friday, October 25,
2019 from 4:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. SHARP!
