Ms. Pat Pask
Baronglen Irish Wolfhounds

| spent my young life surrounded by all kinds of
animals (but not snakes and spiders) and as soon
as | got married it seemed the right thing to do to
have a dog.

Our first dog was a rescue Afghan. | heard about
him through a work colleague and had a vision
of this wonderful dog with a long flowing coat
coming to share his life with us. He had belonged to
a member of a not very successful Pop Group and
had not been reared properly. When we fetched
him he had no coat (it had been cut off) and
throughout his time with us (2 years) he constantly
had stomach and kidney problems. We loved him dearly, however, it taught us that that this was
not the breed for us in the future.

Since a young boy Peter had always wanted an Irish Wolfhound and we finally made the decision
to look at owning one. Fortunately for us we were put in touch with Ruth and Leslie Jenkins of
Eaglescrag fame and there the story begins.

Our first wolfhound was bought in 1976 and was Gwernyfed Llemenig ( Sire Ch Eaglescrag
Toby, Dam Carrokeel Annwn). He was the litter brother to the 1980 Irish Olympic Team Mascott
Gwernyfed Lleigus of Carrokeel. We knew very little about the conformation and movement and
| chose him because he rolled over and licked my leg and | thought “oh let’s have him as he
likes us.” With the help of Ruth we learnt about the breed. We bought a bitch from Alan Hyett
of Buckhurst fame, moved house and in 1979 had our first litter from Buckhurst Keran and Ch
Eaglescrag Toby.

We haven’t had many litters but over the years have bred seven generations of Champions, our
latest being Champion Baronglen the Lawman ShCM and his son Ch Amarach Aaron of Baronglen.
The Lawman'’s greatest achievement was to win Best in Show at the Irish Wolfhound Club show
in 2014 and we are proud to see his name etched on the plaque attached to the Captain Graham
Shield. His grandfather Ch Baronglen the Jaywalker had already won Reserve Best in Show at
the Club show in 2009 and in April 2018 the Lawman'’s son Ch Amarach Aaron of Baronglen also
won Reserve Best in Show and in 2019 the overall Reserve CC winner in show. However, it must
be said the joy for me has not been the wins or the number of Champions but the wonderful
temperament and character of each of the dogs and the pleasure | have in owning them and
living with them. | like nothing better than tramping about in the fields watching them running
and hunting. The girls are quicker and often catch rabbits. You will see them going away with
their quarry and woe betide anyone who approaches them while they are devouring their prey.

I have been a stalwart supporter of the Irish Wolfhound Club since 1976 and it is very dear to my
heart. | was Treasurer for 19 years, Secretary for 18 months and at present am a Vice President.

I awarded my first set of Challenge Certificates in 1991 and always feel it is an honour and a great
privilege when asked to judge Irish Wolfhounds. | have judged both in the UK including Crufts
2017 and many other countries around the world. When | am judging | look for what is in essence
a long coated greyhound. | am always aware that an Irish Wolfhound was bred, not as a pack
animal like the Deerhound, but to hunt alone. To do that he must have substance, balance and
stamina.

I've just celebrated my 45th year with Irish Wolfhounds, as I've
told others what a long strange trip it's been, to quote Jerry
Carcia!

| spent the first 10 years getting to know the breed learning
from those who would share experience and knowledge with
me.Also learned about other breeds as well but focused on the
IW’s. Although never much a lure course fancier, | remember
going around the course on a mini bike to string the course;
this was prior to the continuous loop set ups. | did spend time
with open field hunters and learned various breeds coursing
abilities and traits. Some where along the line | fell in love with ;
the Scottish Deerhound ,which | owned and bred for over 20 [
plus years.Part of which is the importance in being able to
understand the Deerhounds and their relevance in our breed.

Our standard is the plan for our breed, | believe to understand
the standard one has to have knowledge of, and keep in mind the Graham standard in mind.
When we veer from the standard we lose the integrity of our breed.

| enjoy exhibiting my dogs and seeing what others are breeding and what dogs and or bitches
are being shown and from where these dogs have come from. | enjoy talking to other exhibitors
as well and in particular other breeders, and learning from them, and their ideas and experiences.

| believe it is important, as | learned form others who had this breed long before me, that |, and
others with experience, share with those coming behind us.

REGIONAL SPECIALTY JUDGE
Dr. John Reeve-Newson

Dr. John Reeve-Newson graduated from the Ontario Veterinary
College in 1964.

After graduation, John practiced in Chicago for two years then
returned to Toronto and established The Animal Clinics One
and Two, where he is still in active practice.

With the late Dr. Richard Meen, they established Kishniga
Kennels in 1971. In partnership they have bred group and BIS
winning Dobermans, Old English Sheepdogs, Skye Terriers,
French Bulldogs, Borzoiand Harriers. They have also owned and
exhibited group and BIS winning Lakeland Terriers, Norwich
Terries, Standard Poodles, Scottish Deerhounds, American
Foxhounds and Whippets.

In 1977 Kishniga’s Desert Son, a Borzoi, bred by Drs. Reeve-
Newson and Meen, and shown by Dr. Meen was Canada'’s top
dog all breeds. The following year “Moustache” as he was
called, was exhibited in the USA and was number two hound
in the USA. He is still the record holder for the breed with forty-seven all breed BIS in Canada the
USA to his credit. His brother “Dalgarth” was the youngest of his breed to win a BIS, which he did
at nine months of age. Dalgarth was later owned and exhibited by Dyanne Roth of California. His
American BIS total was twenty-nine. The brothers are still among the top fifty winning hounds




in the history of the AKC. In 1985, a grandson of Desert Song went BIS at the World Show held in
Mexico City.

Dr. Reeve-Newson, since becoming licensed to judge, has officiated AT SHOWS IN Canada, USA,
Mexico, China, Japan, Sweden, Finland, Norway, Belgium, Holland, Columbia, Australia, New
Zealand, Italy, Spain, Venezuela, Uruguay and Portugal. He has had the honour of judging at the
Westminster Kennel Club Dog Show in New York City on seven occasions, including the Hound
Group at the 2004 show and the Terrier group in 2015.

Dr.Reeve-Newson isa member of the Ontario Sighthound Association, The Borzoi Club of Canada,
Borzoi Club of America, Midwest Borzoi Club, Morris and Essex Kennel Club and the Santa Barbara
Kennel Club.

Professionally he is a member of the Canadian Veterinary Association, the American Animal
Hospital Association, the Ontario Veterinary Medical Association and the College of Veterinarians
of Ontario where has served as the Councilor and as President 1992-1994. He was the founder,
and is still, the CEO of the Veterinary Emergency and Referral Clinic Partnership of Toronto, the
first veterinary emergency clinic established in Canada.

Dr. Reeve-Newson is licensed to judge all breeds.

Mr. Gary Janssens - Of Kilmara , Belgium

Thank you for inviting me to judge at the Irish Wolfhound Club
of Canada, Ontario Regional Specialty.

After spending time at ringside and making numerous visits |
to the breeder Seymus, | bought my first dog Multi Ch Kyros
from the Good Heath ( Ezechiele Del Solengo x Erindale Lady
Bruge) in 1986.

Soon it was very clear that showing dogs was my thing and
now after 30+ years | still love it as much as when | started. |
Soon after the first year of showing, the breeders of From the
good Heath kennel asked me to help them train and show their
dogs and | was introduced into the Wolfhound scene. In 1991
the Kennel From the Good Heath stopped their activity and | took over 2 bitches: Miss Marple
from the Good Heath and Ness from the Good Heath as well as the male Nasch from the Good
Heath.

In 1992 my first litter was born and produced Quincy of Kilmara. The quality of this dog put a
lot of pressure on our future breeding, as he was an outstanding dog, but looking back I'm very
happy with how we have produced from that first litter to this present day.

My vet Regine Van Damme became the owner of Quincy of Kilmara and from there our partnership
started for breeding healthy and sound Wolfhounds. We always kept an open discussion about
everything which helped us stay true all these years.

When asked how a Wolfhound should look and feel for me, it’s always a tricky one as we all have
this perfect specimen in mind, but it does not exist. We should strive to look for it as closely as
possible, for me they should be very balanced with a good proportion in length and height. Their
movement light and active, in a way they use all of their body and not just their legs. Having said
this, a big portion of the judging happens when you enter the ring because some dogs can make
an impression (good or bad) that will be remembered all the way through the judging.

I'm looking forward to meeting and judging these sweepstakes entries and meeting the people
they bring with them.

Chapter 15, Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded WINNERS at a conformation
show shall be credited with a number of championship points (ranging
from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points credited to a dog
awarded Winners shall be as provided hereunder.

Section 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of
the number of points to be allocated a dog awarded WINNERS shall be
as follows:

Dogs competing* 1 2 3to5 6to9 10to 12 13 or more
Points allocated 0 1 2 3 4 5
*includes the dog awarded Winners.

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is
disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge
shall be included in the calculation for championship points.

To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog
awarded WINNERS, total all the dogs in competition which the dog
defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following official
breed awards:Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed, or Best of Opposite
Sex and then consult the schedule set forth above.

Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion
and its owner provided with a Championship Certificate, the dog must
have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level.

Bank drafts or money orders in Canadian Funds and personal cheques,
payable in U.S. funds, and for the full amount of the entry will be
accepted. Personally discounted cheques will not be honoured. Please
do not mark personal cheques “Payable in Canadian Funds” or “At Par”
as such items are not cleared through the banks.

Chapter 15, Section 15.2.1 The title of Grand Champion may only be
earned after the completion of the CKC conformation championship.
Section 15.2.3 To be awarded a Grand Champion title, a dog must attain
aminimum of 20 points, which must include a minimum of two (2) wins
of at least two (2) points each. Points may be gained at breed, group or
Best in Show/Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a single
show are carried forward.

In order to obtain a Grand Champion title, a dog must obtain at least
two (2) points after 12 months of age.

Points towards the Grand Champion title, at breed level, are awarded
to the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch.
Points are calculated based on the number of animals competing at the
breed level for the Best of Breed winner and the number of similar-sex
dogs competing for the other three (Best of Opposite, Select Dog, Select
Bitch). The following schedule shall be employed in the determination
of points awarded at breed level:

Section 15.2.4 The title of Grand Champion shall not be awarded retro-
actively and all points towards this title must be achieved after the date
of January 1,2013.

Chapter 15, Section 15.3.1 The title of Grand Champion Excellent may
only be earned after the completion of the CKC grand championship
title.

Section 15.3.3 A minimum of 100 points, which must include one (1)
Best in Show or a Best of Breed at a breed national specialty (where
a minimum of 10 dogs have competed) or a Best in Multiple-Breed
Specialty with at least three (3) breeds represented plus three (3) Group
1st or three (3) breed specialty wins.

Grand Champion Excellent point system:

Second in Group or Best of Opposite Single-Breed Specialty Show 4

(Note: No points are acquired if no other dog is present in the group.)

Section15.3.5 The title of Grand Champion Excellent shall not be
awarded retroactively. However, dogs that have been awarded the
Grand Champion title prior to January 1, 2013, will be awarded the
Grand Cham- pion Excellent title on application to the CKC.

Section 15.3.6 Additional Requirements: To attain a Grand Champion
Excellent title, a dog must have been awarded a CKC performance title
from any CKC event. A CGN, Herding Tested certificate or Chase Ability
Program title are not considered performance titles for the awarding
of this title.

1. No entry will be accepted unless all particulars called for on the
entry form are completed in full. Handlers or agents please note the
full name and address of all owners must be filled in.

2. Incomplete entries will be returned. No entry will be accepted
unless accompanied by entry fees. Exhibitors must abide by errors
made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by whom the entries
were made.

3. There is no refund for duplicate cheques. Every effort will be made
to find all duplicate entries, however if the entry has been processed
and appears in the official catalogue, no refund will be made.

4. Substitutions or cancellations of any entry after the closing date is
prohibited. Moving Class Dogs to Specials is permitted. An error in the
class, date of birth or sex may be amended on the entry form up to
one hour before the start of the show. Only dogs which are already
registered in the Canadian Kennel Club Stud Book, or are eligible for
such registration can be entered. The committee reserves the right to
refuse any entry subject to CKC Rules.

5.ldentification cards and judging schedules will be mailed or emailed
as soon as possible after the entries close. Identification cards must be
presented upon arrival at the show.

6. Tendering of NSF cheques in payment of fees shall be considered
non-payment of fees and is punishable by disciplinary action. Any
N.S.F. cheques will be subject to a $35.00 service charge.

1. The Show Superintendent will be in full charge of the show which
will be governed by CKC Rules.

2. The Irish Wolfhound Club of Canada will use due care and diligence
for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for,
or assume liability in the event of accident, or other misfortunes, to
either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.

3.1f, because of riot, civil disturbance or other acts beyond the control
of management, it is impossible to open or to complete the show, no
refund of Entry will be made.

4. Dogs should arrive in adequate time for judging (allowing for
absentees) and will be excused each show when not required for
further judging. It is the responsibility of the exhibitors to have the
dog at ringside when the dog’s class is scheduled for judging. Waiting
for dogs will not be possible and handlers with several dogs must
arrange for alternate handlers if judging times conflict.

5. SHOW PRECINCTS: The Show precincts shall consist of all areas set
out for rings, all shelters or facilities set aside for show officials, judges
or exhibitors and handlers, and an area of 10 feet outside of the
judging rings. In the event of inclement weather, no provisions have
been made for cover

transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only,” providing
therequestforatransferis submitted to the Show Secretaryin WRITING at
leastone hour priorto the judging of your breed by the ownerorhandler.

When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the
same day, in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to
Specials Only must be made a minimum of one (1) hour prior to the
breed judging scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being
moved up to Specials Only.

SPECIALTY CONFORMATION CLASSES - BOTH SEXES
OFFICIAL CLASSES
Junior Puppy - a dog between 6 months and under 9 months on day of show.
Senior Puppy - a dog between 9 months and under 12 months on day of show.
12 - 18 Months - a dog between 12 months and under 15 months on day of show.
12 - 15 Months - a dog between 12 months and under 15 months on day of show.
15 - 18 Months - a dog between 15 months and under 18 months on day of show.
Canadian Bred - a dog which is born in Canada. Champions of any country are excluded.
Bred By Exhibitor - dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder. The handler must be the
owner/co -owner and breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The breeder/owner must handle the dog in this
class, but need not handle the dog for further awards.
Open Class - for all dogs.
Veterans - for all dogs over seven years of age as of the date of the show. These dogs to compete for the
regular placements and the 1st place Dog and Bitch will go on to compete for Best of Breed. The winner
of the Veterans Class will not compete for points but go directly into the Best of Breed competition.
Dogs entered in this class may be spayed or neutered.
Field Class - This class is optional at Specialty shows for breeds that have performance events in the
field. Dogs entered in this class must have attained a title in a field trial or test. This class is to be judged
prior to Best of Breed judging with winners of each sex competing for Best of Breed. Dogs entered in
these classes may be spayed or neutered.
Specials Only - dogs who are Canadian Champions only.
Award of Merit - At the judge’s discretion, Awards of Merit may be awarded up to one Award for every
ten dogs competing for Best of Breed. Rosettes will be given for the Awards of Merit which will be
presented following Best of Breed.
SEXUALLY ALTERED CLASSES
Limited to dogs and bitches over 6 months of age which have been sexually altered by veterinarian
procedure.
NON-REGULAR CLASSES
Baby Puppy - a dog between 3 months and under 6 months on day of show. Baby Puppies do not
compete for points.
Exhibition Only - all dogs entered in this class shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars
as dogs entered in regular competition. Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular class
but my enter and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades.
Brace - Two dogs of same breed (not necessarily of the same sex) and must be handled by one person
on one lead. Dogs may be spayed or neutered.
Team - Four dogs of same breed (not necessarily of the same sex) and must be handled by one person
on one lead. Dogs may be spayed or neutered.
Stud Dog & Get - Entry comprises the Stud Dog and two or more of his Get, ownership in this class need
not be identical. Stud Dog may be neutered.
Brood Bitch & Progeny - Entry comprises the Brood Bitch and two or more of her Progeny, ownership
in this class need not be identical. Brood Bitch may be spayed.
Each entrant for Brace, Team, Stud Dog, or Brood Bitch must be entered in one of the Official Classes in
the Specialty or Exhibition Only. All Get and Progeny must be entered in an Official Class.
UNOFFICIAL CLASSES
Parade of Veterans: Champion dogs must over seven years of age as of the date of the show. Spayed &
neutered dogs or dogs in unorthodox trim may be entered.
Gait - This is an unofficial class sponsored by the Irish Wolfhound Club of Canada. Movement is the
prime purpose for this class. It is open to any dog or bitch entered in the Specialty Show. The judge
shall withhold this trophy when he/she feels that no hound entered in this class has the desired degree
of excellence and efficiency of movement to deserve the award. Only one award will be offered in this
class
Head - This is an unofficial class sponsored by the Irish Wolfhound Club of Canada. This class was started
in response to the wishes of Mrs. C.P. Wear, judge of the 1973 IWCC Specialty, due to her strong feelings
about the importance of a typical head as a distinguishing feature of the breed. Only one award will be
offered in this class
Hindquarters - This is an unofficial class sponsored by the Irish Wolfhound Club of Canada. It is
open to any dog or bitch entered in the Specialty Show. Only one award will be offered in this
class
