ATTENTION ALL CANADIANS WHO ARE NOT CKC MEMBERS

Effective January 1, 2011, the CKC has instituted an annual Non-Member Participation Fee for awards and titles for a
CANADIAN non-member of the CKC. These fees apply only to dogs wholly owned by a non-CKC member and are not
applicable to CKC members. Non CKC member participants must either purchase a CKC membership or pay the Non-
Member participation fee within 30 days of notification or the CKC will cancel any awards and titles. More information,
and application forms can be downloaded from the CKC website: http://www.ckc.ca

Temporary Competition Number (TCN) - Effective January 1, 2023

Temporary Competition Number (TCN) must be obtained before submitting an entry for an event. The same TCN must
be used for all event entries for a dog until the dog is permanently registered. Once a dog is permanently registered or
has an ERN, the TCN will be replaced with the registration number or ERN. A TCN cannot be used for dogs that will
require a Performance Event Number (PEN) or Canine Companion Number (CCN). Listed Breeds that do not yet have a
Miscellaneous Class Number (MCN) number will be eligible to apply for a TCN.

There is no fee to obtain @ TCN however exhibitors will still be required to pay TCN fees (formerly called Listing Fees)
when entering events using a TCN.

TCN Numbers may be obtained online via the CKC website where the number is issued instantly. Exhibitors may also mail
in a printed application or contact CKC Shows and Trials by phone for a number. If your dog does not have a registration

number or ERN and has already competed in a CKC event and earned points, scores or awards, before applying for a TCN
online, exhibitors are encouraged to check their dog’s profiles to determine if the CKC has already created a TCN for that

dog. There will be a tab called TCN Dogs in the owner’s Portal account. A dog may not move to the Specials class with a
TCN. The dog must be fully registered with the CKC — CKC registration, ERN or MCN.

Event Registration Number (ERN)

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will
require an Events Registration Number (ERN) from the Canadian Kennel Club. Effective January 1, 2023, the policy
has been changed to allow Listed Breeds registered with a different Canadian registry to also apply for an ERN. Canadian
Born dogs that are registrable by a breed association in Canada recognized by Agriculture Canada may obtain an ERN.

To obtain an ERN simply do the following:

1. Send a photocopy of the dog’s registration certificate reflecting current ownership to CKC, for example AKC
Registration Certificate with a written request for an ERN.

2. Include with the above a cheque or money order in the amount currently required payable to the Canadian
Kennel Club.

3. Ensure that you provide your full return address to enable to enable the ERN to be sent to you.

4, Faxed requests will be accepted. Please indicated your Visa/MasterCard number expiry date, cardholders name

and signature.

SECTION 1: A dog awarded WINNERS at a championship show held under these Dog Show Rules shall be credited with a number of
championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the determination of the number of championship points to be credited to a dog
awarded WINNERS shall be as provided hereunder.

SECTION 2: The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be allocated a dog awarded WINNERS shall
be as follows:

*Includes the dog awarded WINNERS

To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog awarded WINNERS total all the dogs in competition which the dog defeated,
directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following official breed awards: Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed or Best of Opposite Sex and then
consult the schedule set forth above. The new system provides for additional points (provided that the dog has defeated another as listed
hereunder):

A dass dog awarded Best in Show at an all-breed championship show will be credited with five (5) points inclusive of any points earned at the
breed or group level.
