FOREIGN EXHIBITORS — EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER

Effective Jan/1992 all dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of
entering Canadian Kennel Club events will no longer require a CKC registration number but will require an
ERN - Event Registration Number. An ERN does not register a dog with CKC for breeding purposes as
defined in the Animal Pedigree Act but rather enables a foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian
Kennel Club. Each dog must have its own ERN number. A CKC ERN registration form and ERN fee details can
be downloaded from the CKC website: http://www.ckc.ca To obtain an ERN, mail or fax the Canadian Kennel
Club the ERN form with a photocopy of the dog's foreign registration certificate plus a certified cheque, money
order, VISA or MasterCard number (expiry date, cardholder's name and signature). Provide your complete
address for return of the ERN to you. ERN MUST BE APPLIED FOR WITHIN 30 DAYS OF FIRST DAY OF
ENTERING A CKC EVENT.

ATTENTION CANADIAN EXHIBITORS - CKC Non-Member Participation Fee

a) An annual non-member participation fee for awards and titles will be charged to a Canadian non-
member of CKC. The fee will match the ERN fee.

b) In order to protect awards/titles earned, the non-member may EITHER become a CKC member OR pay
the non-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will cause all awards and
titles to be cancelled.

c) "these fees apply only to dogs wholly owned by Canadian resident non-CKC members and are not
applicable to CKC members"

If submitting a
Membership Application, please ensure that you also complete the Non-Member Participation Fee form so
that the CKC is aware of the dogs involved.

An error in an age-specified
class, date of birth or sex, may be amended up to one hour before the start of the show.

CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS SCHEDULE

Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded Winners at a conformation show shall be credited with a number of
championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points credited to a dog awarded
Winners shall be as provided hereunder.

Section 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points awarded Winners
shall be as follows:

Dogs competing* 1 2 |35 6-9 10-12 | 13 & more

Points allocated 0 1 ]2 3 4 5
*Includes the dog awarded Winners.

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered
from the ring by the judge shall NOT be included in the calculation for championship points.

Section 15.1.3 If a Dog awarded Winners was also awarded Best of Breed then at the show all dogs
competing in the breed, including Specials Only, shall be included the total.

Section 15.1.4 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, then all dogs
of the same sex including those competing for Specials Only shall be included in the total.

Section 15.1.5 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Winners, then all dogs defeated directly or
indirectly in the breed shall be included in the total.

Section 15.1.6 If a dog is awarded Winners only, then all the dogs of the same sex in the class competition
shall be included in the total.
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Section 15.1.7 The number of championship points to be credited to a dog awarded Winners shall be
determined by the highest award earned and calculated as per this section.

Clarification: Example of directly or indirectly defeating: If the Winners Bitch is awarded Best of Opposite Sex
but not Best of Winners, the Best of Winners Male shall be deemed to have indirectly defeated the Specials
Bitches, and is thus entitled to add them to the number of dogs and bitches defeated.

Section 19.7 It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official,
volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation
Show Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall
have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred

4.1.5 No person may approach a judge either directly or otherwise, orally, in writing or electronically, to favour
his entry. Disciplinary action will be taken against any person who violates this rule, or against a judge who
fails to report any contravention of this rule to the CKC within 14 days of the action.
